    Annual Report 2006-2007 
 

 
Reading Goal:  Increase proficiency in reading by using a balanced literacy approach to teaching 
and focusing on strategies for comprehension. 
 
Was the reading goal met? Yes.  Over half of the students attending Valerius this year came 
from different attendance areas due to new boundaries going into affect for the 2006-2007 school 
year so the data from the prior year compared to this year is measuring significantly different 
populations. Regardless, the data indicate that Valerius students did meet the building reading 
goal. 

• Students in 4th and 5th grade meet or exceed the district scores on the district reading 
assessment 

• Students in 4th and 5th grade exceed the district proficiency score on ITBS in reading 
comprehension 

• Students in 5th grade exceed the district proficiency score on ITBS in science 
• Forty-six of the fifty-seven students in second grade scored at the 41st percentile or above 

on the CAT test 
• Only 2% of the students in first grade are at the at-risk level in only one of the four 

DIBELS subtests given 
! ITBS for reading comprehension results show that there are fewer students in the less 

than proficient range in 2006-2007 (13.9%) than there were in 2005-2006 (15.2%). 
 

Math Goal:  Increase math proficiency in computation and problem solving for grades 1-5. 
 
Was the math goal met? Yes.  Over half of the students attending Valerius this year came from 
different attendance areas due to new boundaries going into affect for the 2006-2007 school year 
so the data from the prior year compared to this year is measuring significantly different 
populations. Regardless, the data support the fact that Valerius students did meet the math goal. 

• Students in all grades k-5 continue to meet or exceed the district scores on the district 
math assessment  

• Students in 3rd, 4th and 5th exceed the district proficiency score on ITBS in the math total 
area 

• Students in 5th grade exceed the district proficiency score on ITBS in science 
• Forty-six of the fifty-seven students in second grade scored at the 41st percentile or above 

on the CAT test 
• Every grade 1-5 improved the average percentile score from fall to spring on the math 

CBM assessment 
! ITBS for the math total results show that there are fewer students in the less than 

proficient range in 2006-2007 (10%) than there were in 2005-2006 (12.6%).
